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Minutes of February 6, 2020
Pursuant to the notice filed with the Town Clerk, the meeting of the Conservation Commission was held in the O’Neill Conference Room at Dedham Town Hall, 26 Bryant Street, at 7:05 p.m. on Thursday February 6, 2020.

Commissioner Bugay called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm. in accordance with the Wetlands Protection Act, M.G.L. Chapter 131, Section 40, the Dedham Wetlands Bylaw, and the Dedham Stormwater Management Bylaw. 

Continuances:
· 637 East Street, Frank Gobi, Applicant – John Glossa, Glossa Engineering, Rep. - Roadway and utilities for a proposed subdivision adjacent to Bordering Vegetated Wetlands- (DEP File # 141-0486). 

Commissioner Bugay moved to continue the application to February 20, 2020. Commissioner, Kayserman seconded, all were in favor. 

· 92 Country Club Road, Robert Naser, Applicant – Scott Henderson, Henderson Consulting, Representative – Notice of Intent and Major Stormwater Management Permit application for the renovation of an existing single-family dwelling (DEP #141-0560, MSMP 2019-12).

Commissioner Bugay moved to continue the application to March 5, 2020. Commissioner Gauthier seconded. All were in favor. 


Continued Applications:

· 43 Hillsdale Road, Carlos Fereirra, Applicant  – Revised stormwater management proposal for two new SFD (MSMP 2019-18).  Carlos Ferreira and Michael Kluchman, PLS, BSC Group were present.

The Applicant has summarized changes to the plans and responses to previous Commissioner comments and comments from the peer review.   A new landscape plan as well as a revised grading plan were provided. Mr. Kluchman stated that the large open areas proposed would be covered with loam and then sodded and/or seeded.  Mr. Ferreira showed the limit of disturbance previously permitted and the current (and proposed) limit of disturbance and proposed depth of  soil.  In addition, Mr. Ferreira submitted an evaluation of the granite retaining wall design.  The Commission added two special conditions pertaining to the O&M plan: 1) a requirement that a Homeowner’s Association Agreement be provided outlining the responsibilities of maintaining the infiltration systems prior to issuing a Certificate of Occupancy , and 2) a prohibition of introducing portable water into the irrigation system. The draft MSMP requires the newly planted trees and shrubs survive two growing years prior to issuance of a  Certificate of Compliance. 

Commissioner Bugay made a motion to issue the Major Stormwater Management Permit with the two additional conditions.  Nathan Gauthier seconded. Commissioner Kayserman abstained. All others were in favor. 

· 8 Industrial Way, Hurley Wire and Cable, Applicant – Joe Murphy, Representative – Major Stormwater Management Permit for the demolition of existing wooden addition and replacement with new steel structure with loading dock and access ramp (MSMP 2019-140. ) Joe Murphy, Lara Hurley were present.

The applicant worked closely with Commissioner Bugay to develop a satisfactory final set of plans. The applicant presented the TSS removal calculations for the treatment trains, an updated HydroCAD report, and an updated long-term pollution prevention and maintenance plan. Commissioner Bugay stated that as a redevelopment project the standards have been met to the maximum extent practical. Commissioner Gauthier asked about future landscaping plans on site. Mr. Murphy explained that there were no trees being impacted; the site is mostly paved with some scrubby areas.  Commissioner Kayserman asked whether there was a contract agreement with a street sweeping company to guarantee monthly average schedule as stated in the O&M Plan. Agent Brown stated that there was a condition on a yearly basis to provide sweeping reports. She stated that any disturbance or alteration of the area would require a new filing with the Commission.  The applicant also requested a waiver to retain 2 inches of stormwater only within the limit of work, rather than the entire property. 

Commissioner Bugay made a motion to issue a Stormwater Management Permit and grant the waiver. Commissioner Radner seconded. All were in a favor. 
	
· 7 Bussey Street, Barry Noone, Applicant – Demolition of an existing single-family dwelling and construction of a new single-family dwelling  (MSMP 2019-19).  Haley Olley was present.
Agent Brown stated at the last meeting that a plan had been presented with five infiltration galleries, that were located below the grade of the house. The applicant had requested a waiver for the infiltration galleries to be located less than 10 feet from the house and to store less than the required 2 inches of stormwater. The Commission agreed that the applicant was meeting the redevelopment standards to the maximum extent practicable  and proposing the best infiltration possible given that the property was so small, high groundwater table, and access agreements that prevented siting on the lower portions of the property. Erosion controls have been installed as well as a stabilized construction entrance adjacent to the garage. The revised plan containing the location of the 5 infiltration systems had been submitted.  The landscaping plan had previously been submitted. 
Commissioner Bugay made a motion to issue and approve the Major Stormwater Permit with the requested waivers. Commissioner Radner seconded. All were in favor. 

· 211 High Street, Park Dental, Applicant – Joseph Piccirilli, Highpoint Engineering, Applicant  Request for Determination of Applicability for the construction of a new handicapped lift (RDA 2019-10). Joe Piccirilli and Tae Park were present.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The applicant plans to install a handicap lift at the rear of the building to comply with ADA accessibility standards. To improve conditions, the applicant proposed to channel surface runoff from rear parking lot to a rip-rap swale to decrease velocity of discharge and provide some stormwater treatment.  The Commission requested that a stone trench with underdrains be considered instead to reduce single point discharge and provide better treatment and recharge. The Commission also requested an O&M plan be provided that contained maintenance plans. No planting plan is needed as it is a well vegetated area. The applicant will submit the new plans. 

Commissioner Bugay made a motion to continue the meeting until February 20, 2020. Commissioner Gauthier seconded. All were in favor.
