COVID-19 Vaccine Clinic for Children 5-11 Years Old

On Tuesday, November 2nd, the CDC Director approved the FDA’s recommendation
to vaccinate children 5-11 years with the Pfizer COVID-9 vaccine. The recommended
vaccine is 1/3 of the dose administered to youths 12 years and older and adults. Chil-

dren 5-11 years old are now eligible to receive the Pfizer vaccine.
