C. TYPE OF MINOR STORMWATER MANAGEMENT PERMIT BEING REQUESTED
This Minor Stormwater Permit is being applied for work that involves either:

Any residential alteration, disturbance, development or redevelopment of at least 500 square feet but less than 2,000 square feet, except construction of a new dwelling. 
Any driveway, including existing, of at least 1,000 square feet or more but less than 2,000 square feet.

Any commercial, industrial, institutional or municipal alteration, disturbance, development or redevelopment of at least 500 square feet but less than 1,000 square feet, except activities within an Aquifer Protection Overlay District.

Any residential, commercial, industrial, institutional or municipal alteration, disturbance, development or redevelopment of less than 500 square feet does not require a Stormwater Permit.  Any driveway of less than 1,000 square feet does not require a Stormwater Permit.
Any new residential dwelling, new dwelling replacing an existing dwelling, and any residential, commercial, industrial, institutional or municipal alteration, disturbance, development or redevelopment exceeding the thresholds listed above require a Major Stormwater Permit from the Conservation Commission. 
D. DRYWELL SIZING CALCULATIONS
Using the table and formula below, determine the minimum storage capacity of the drywell system. The design calculations are based upon providing storage for 2” of rainfall over the area contributing to the drywell.

H. APPEALS 

The applicant, the owner, any person aggrieved by this Permit, any owner of land abutting the land upon which the proposed work is to be done, or any ten residents of the Town are hereby notified of their right to appeal to the Dedham Conservation Commission within ten days from the date of issuance of this Permit. A copy of the appeal shall at the same time be sent by certified mail or hand delivered to the applicant.
I. FINDINGS PURSUANT TO THE DEDHAM STORMWATER MANAGEMENT BY-LAW

Following the review of the above-referenced Stormwater Permit Application and based on the information provided in this application, the Stormwater Officer, on behalf of the Conservation Commission, finds that the area in which work is proposed is significant to one or more of the interests of the Dedham Stormwater Management By-law.

Therefore, the Stormwater Officer on behalf of the Conservation Commission hereby finds that following conditions are necessary, in accordance with the performance standards set forth in the regulations, to protect those interests checked above. This Commission orders that all the work shall be performed in accordance with said conditions and with the Stormwater Management Permit Application referenced above. To the extent that the following conditions modify or differ from the plans, specifications, or other proposals submitted with the Stormwater Permit Application, the conditions shall control.

General Conditions

1. Failure to comply with all conditions stated herein, and with all related statutes and other regulatory measures, shall be deemed cause to revoke or modify this Permit.

2. This Permit does not grant any property rights or any exclusive privileges; it does not authorize any injury to private property or invasion of private rights.

3. This Permit does not relieve the permittee or any other person of the necessity of complying with all other applicable federal, state or local statutes, ordinances, by-laws or regulations.

4. The work authorized hereunder shall be completed within three years from the date of this Order unless either of 

the following apply:

(a) the work is a maintenance project as provided for in the By-law; or


(b) the time for completion has been extended to a specified date more than three years, but less than five years, from the date of issuance and both that date and the special circumstances warranting the extended time period are set forth in this Permit.

5. This Permit may be extended by the issuing authority for one or more periods of up to three years each upon application to the issuing authority at least 30 days prior to the expiration date of the Order.

6. Any fill used in connection with this project shall be clean fill, containing no trash, refuse, rubbish or debris, including but not limited to lumber, bricks, plaster, wire, lath, paper, cardboard, pipe, tires, ashes, refrigerators, motor vehicles or parts of any of the foregoing.

7. No work shall be undertaken until all appeal periods from this Permit have elapsed or, if such an appeal has been filed, until all proceedings before the Court have been completed.

8. If specifically required as a Special Condition to this Minor Stormwater Management Permit, the applicant shall forthwith request in writing that a Stormwater Management Compliance Certificate be issued stating that the work has been satisfactorily completed.
