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Conservation Commission - Meeting Minutes
Thursday, February 20, 2014, Dedham Town Hall- Lower Conference Room
Members Present:  Fred Civian (Chairman), Laura Bugay, Brian McGrath, Andrew Tittler, Kristine Langdon, and Sean Hoxie.
Members Absent: David Gorden
Mr. Civian called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
Mr. Civian welcomed Sean Hoxie to the Conservation Commission.
7:00 PM- 124 Country Club Road – Dedham Polo and Country Club – Request for an Extension to an existing Order of Conditions for work associated with the reconstruction of the existing weir structure at the Skating Pond associated with Rock Meadow Brook.  DEP File number 141-0377.

Mary Trudeau and Kevin Corvino of Dedham Country and Polo Club were present for the hearing. Ms. Trudeau explained that they are requesting a three year extension so that they may go forward with the project as originally proposed. The permit extension act already extends this Order until June of this year.

Agent O’Connell commented that she would like to see this project go through, and it would be great if this pond could become a skating pond that would be open to the public. Mr. Corvino responded that it is technically “members only” but that it would really be for everyone to enjoy.

Ms. Trudeau explained that water that flows through the pond would be redirected during the winter months through its old channel so that the pond would freeze. Ms. Trudeau added that this would make the pond safer as well.

Mr. Tittler asked why the extension request is for three years considering they are anxious to get this done. Mr. Corvino explained that although he is anxious to get this done, they require approvals for the funding from their Board. Ms. Trudeau explained that in the off chance that the funding does not come through this year, they would like the opportunity to try again the next couple of years. 

Mr. Tittler asked how much stream habitat would be restored. Ms. Trudeau responded that it would be approximately 55 linear feet of bank, or 25 feet of stream.

Ms. Langdon asked if there was anything that Conservation Commission could do to help move this project along. Ms. Trudeau responded that a letter of support couldn’t hurt.Mr. Civian requested that Ms. O’Connell write a letter of support that he will sign.

Mr. Civian made a motion to extend the Order of Conditions for DEP # 141-0377 until June 2017, seconded by Mr. Tittler. UA. 

7:15 PM- 399 West Street- Abbreviated Notice of Resource Area Delineation from Perry and William Phinney, represented by Goddard Consulting, for the confirmation of all wetland resource areas at 399 West Street. DEP File number 141-0462 Continued from 02/6/14, the applicant requests that this hearing be continued to the March 6th meeting.

Mr. Civian made a motion to continue the hearing on 399 West Street to March 6th as requested by the applicant, seconded by Mr. Tittler. UA.

7:16PM- 42 Burgess Lane (aka Lot 1, Schoolmaster Lane) –Request for an amendment to an existing Order of Conditions, from Supreme Development, Inc., to relocate a proposed wetland crossing, reduce the proposed amount of wetland fill and construct a single-family house, pool, patio, driveway and associated accessory buildings on property located at 42 Burgess Lane, also known as Lot1 Schoolmaster Lane. DEP File number 141-0341 (continued from Feb. 6, 2014)

The Commissioners discussed a date to reschedule the site visit for 42 Burgess Lane. They agreed to reschedule for Saturday February 22nd, at 11:00 AM. 

Mr. Civian made a motion to continue the hearing for 42 Burgess Lane to the March 6th meeting, seconded by Mr. Tittler. UA.

7:25 PM- 21 Allen Lane – Italian American Club – Stormwater Management Permit application for a proposed building addition to the existing structure on property located at 21 Allen Lane, SMP 2014-03

Walter Conte was present for the hearing. He was given a draft copy of the special conditions for approval.

The Commission moved to the next item while Mr. Conte reviewed the conditions.

7:25 PM 90 Sandy Valley Rd., Dedham Country Day School – Request for a Stormwater Certificate of Compliance for a temporary classroom trailer during construction of the main building addition. SMP 2011-13.

Agent O’Connell recommended that a Stormwater Certificate be issued for 90 Sandy Valley Road.

Mr. Civian made a motion to issue a Stormwater Certificate of Compliance for 90 Sandy Valley Road, seconded by Ms. Bugay. UA.

7:30 PM- Agent O’Connell passed around a copy of an Environmental Notification Form from Algonquin Gas for a 2.8 mile gas pipeline that is planned to go through Dedham. Agent O’Connell explained there is a CD with all of the information that the Commissioners can stop by and review as needed. Agent O’Connell explained that she believes they would need to come in front of the Commission with a Notice of Intent due to the stream crossings and the work at Gonzalez field. Mr. Tittler explained that he has experience with the permitting process for FERC. Mr. Tittler asked for a copy of the CD to review.

7:35 PM- 21 Allen Lane – Italian American Club – continued from earlier in the evening- 

Mr. Civian asked Mr. Conte if he agreed to the special conditions proposed. Mr. Conte responded that he agreed with the conditions.

Agent O’Connell recommended that a Stormwater Management Permit be issued for 21 Allen Lane.  

Mr. Civian made a motion to issue the Stormwater Management Permit as recommended by Agent O’Connell, seconded by Ms. Bugay. UA.

7:40 PM- 50 Fillmore Rd. –Informal discussion of potential building addition.

Mr. Civian asked how close the addition would be to protected resources.

Agent O’Connell responded that she visited the property today, and there was a lot of snow cover. She believes it is jurisdictional and within the buffer zone. Agent O’Connell recommended that the applicant file a Request for Determination of Applicability.

Ms. Bugay asked if the applicant would need to delineate the wetlands for an RDA. Mr. Civian responded that the additional information would be helpful in this case. Agent O’Connell agreed.
