Conservation Commission - Meeting Minutes
Thursday, November 17, 2016, Dedham Town Hall- Lower Conference Room
Members Present:  Fred Civian (Chairman), Laura Bugay, Andrew Tittler, Joseph Smith and Joseph (Matt) Hickey.
Members Absent: Michael Williams & Elissa Brown (Agent).
Mr. Civian called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

360 Washington Street- Major Stormwater Permit for the construction of a commercial building on a lot previously occupied by a commercial building that has been demolished (MSMP 2016-20)

Mr. Civian made a motion to continue 360 Washington Street until December 1st, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA. 

60 Greenlodge Street – Stormwater Permit for demolition and construction of a new SFD (MSMP 2016-18) 

Mr. Civian made a motion to table 60 Greenlodge Street until after 7:45 PM, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA. 

7:05 PM: 187 Bridge Street- Stormwater Permit for a new mixed commercial/residential building (MSMP 2016-19) 

Paul Brodmerkle was present from Site Design Professionals representing Stephen David.

Mr. Brodmerkle explained the results of 2 groundwater test pits. The groundwater table was down about 7 feet and did not interfere with design.

Mr. Brodmerkle explained that the runoff from the entire parking lot is being treated by the proposed groundwater system. The treatment for the driveway is 1 inch, and roof runoff doesn’t require treatment. Everything is being recharged. Mr. Brodmerkle explained that they are not treating 2 inches of ruoff because the regulations do not require it in the event you have an overflow. 

Mr. Civian asked what size recharge unit that half the roof runoff is going to is designed to accommodate. Mr. Brodmerkle responded that it is designed to accommodate 1 inch of runoff.  

Mr. Civian commented that this is the first he has heard about the 2 inch recharge not being required. He explained that he understands the claim being made but the Commission will need to do their due diligence and look into this further to see if it is accurate. Mr. Civian explained that he would like to get all the questions Commissioners have on the table. 

Mr. Brodmerkle suggested that the Commission consider that this is a redevelopment and only additional square footage needs to meet the standards as they work through regulations. Mr. Brodmerkle explained that since there will be less impervious than they started with, they believe they are exempt from this rule.

Stephen David, owner of property, commented that he feels this is a huge improvement. He explained there is a cost associated with adding the additional inch which is why they dug deeper into the regulations. 

Mr. Civian made a motion to continue 187 Bridge Street until December 1st, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA.

7:20 PM: 725 Providence Highway- 

Dave Lapointe of Beals & Thomas was present with David Webster of Federal Realty Trust. 

Mr. Lapointe gave quick overview of recent modifications to plan and explained that the peer review is still being performed. Mr. Lapointe explained that this is a redevelopment project. They are proposing a slight decrease in impervious area. 

Mr. Civian explained that standard 7 doesn’t say that applicants don’t have to meet the standards if they are decreasing impervious.

Ms. Bugay asked how far down below ground surface the claimed peat layer is. Mr. Lapointe responded he is not sure as they haven’t done test pits.

David Adams of 570 Washington Street commented with regard to the applicants claim that there will be no impact on resource areas. He explained that there will be an impact as a result of increased human activity in that area as a result of the normal operation of this facility.  Mr. Adams added that the fitness facility uses that area for parking now so he is concerned with how it will work afterwards. He also expressed concerns with regards to the traffic pattern and the positioning of the drive through.

Mr. Lapointe described the proposed traffic circulation.

Mr. Adams expressed concern with a significant increase in traffic near the wetland resource area due to the proposed traffic circulation. He explained that as a result there would be a litter increase near resource area.

Ms. Bugay confirmed with Mr. Lapointe that the new building could not be located on the other side of the parking lot further away from the wetlands due to restrictions with the lease. 

Mr. Civian made motion to continue 725 Providence Highway until December 1st, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA.

7:41 PM: 60 Greenlodge Street – Stormwater Permit for demolition and construction of a new SFD (MSMP 2016-18) 


Mr. Civian made a motion to issue a Stormwater Permit for 60 Greenlodge Street as recommended by Agent Brown, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA.  

90 Border Street- Stormwater Certificate of Compliance (SMP 2012-12)

Mr. Civian made a motion to issue a Stormwater Certificate of Compliance for 90 Border Street, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA.

Informal Discussion
 
52-54 Needham Street- Minor SMP for garage demolition and driveway installation (mSMP 2016-03)
Agent Brown informed the Commission in writing that she had issued an mSMP for a garage demolition and driveway installation.

268-271 Bridge Street- Stormwater enforcement action 
Agent Brown informed the Commission in writing that this was a phased project with a series of minor permits adding up to what should have been a major permit. Agent Brown would like to issue a stop work order and require the applicant to file an MSMP. The Commission agreed with Agent Brown’s recommendation. 

Ursuline would like to build a 10 x 10 deer enclosure. Mr. Civian commented that he would like a location map. He does not think this triggers the requirement for a permit. Ms. Bugay commented that she agrees a site location map would be beneficial. Ms. Bugay also would like their conclusions from this study.

Mr. Civian informed the Commission that the Katahdin National Monument that Mr. Tittler worked on has gone through. Mr. Tittler confirmed that he did most of the realty work for the monument.
