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Conservation Commission - Meeting Minutes
Thursday, May 18, 2017, Dedham Town Hall- Lower Conference Room
Members Present:  Fred Civian (Chairman), Laura Bugay, Andrew Tittler, Joseph Smith and Stephanie Radner.
Members Absent: Michael Williams and Joseph (Matt) Hickey.
Mr. Civian called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM
Mr. Civian made a motion to continue the following applications until June 1st: 
· 38 Icehouse Lane–NOI for a new SFD in Riverfront and UBA (DEP #141-0510).   
· 13 Powers Street– NOI for a new SFD in Riverfront and UBA (DEP #141-0511).
· 123 Eastern Avenue– NOI to demolish an existing SFD and construct a new 2-family dwelling (DEP #141-0513)
This motion was seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA.
7:05PM: 124 Country Club Road (Dedham Country and Polo Club)– NOI for irrigation system improvements (DEP #141-0518). 
Mary Trudeau was present. She presented a basic invasive species management plan that was drafted at the request of the Commission. Ms. Trudeau explained cost of this plan would be approximately $20,000. 
Ms. Trudeau had a comment on Condition #38 and requested permission to do work between dawn and dusk. They would have equipment on the course during that time, not much by way of vehicular traffic.
Mr. Tittler is fine with hours of operation between 6 AM and 7:30 PM so long as the work being done is far enough away from the neighbors as to not disturb them.
With regards to the fee waiver request, Ms. Radner commented about limited public access on the site.
Mr. Smith and Ms. Bugay felt there may be a compromise the Commission could come to with the fee. Ms. Bugay suggested perhaps a half fee. Mr. Tittler was leaning in the direction of not supporting the fee waiver. Mr. Civian was in support of splitting the difference for this particular project.
Mr. Civian explained that the Conservation Commission had planned to look at its fees, but that effort was diverted by a town effort to look at the wetlands rules. 
Mr. Smith commented that Dedham Country and Polo Club is a good neighbor and an asset to the community. 
Mr. Civian made a motion to close the public hearing, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA. 
Mr. Civian made a motion to issue an Order of Conditions for Dedham Country and Polo Club, with the amendment of Condition #38 to say 6 AM to 7:30 PM, and to grant a waiver of the ordinary fee structure for this specific project; with the fee amount to be $5,600, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA.
7:22 PM: 124 Country Club Road (Dedham Country and Polo Club)– Ecological Restoration Limited Project NOI for aquatic vegetation management (141-0420).
Richard Ruby was present to represent Dedham Country and Polo Club. 
Ms. Bugay asked about ground water flow direction.
Mr. Civian asked how this project fits into the Master Plan.
Mr. Civian would like research into the use of herbicides in other towns. 
Mr. Ruby explained that flushing flow will take out the duckweed and nutrient levels in the water.
Ms. Radner asked them to consider other ways of managing nutrients since there are a lot of amphibians that could be impacted.
Mr. Civian made a motion to continue 124 Country Club Road until June 1st, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA.
370 Common Street (Throwing Field)- MSMP for construction of a new throwing field (MSMP 2017-05)
Kara Slocom of Sasaki Associates was present to represent Northeastern University. She described the Stormwater Management System to the Commission and explained it is sized for a 10 year storm. 
Sam Bade, Peer Reviewer, explained the major change was test pitting and perc tests. There was also an Operations and Maintenance component that has been addressed.
Mr. Civian made a motion to issue a Major Stormwater Management Permit for 370 Common Street as recommended by Agent Brown and Peer Reviewer Sam Bade, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA.
9 Stone Mill Drive, Mother Brook Condos– RDA and MSMP for roadway, parking lot and drainage maintenance and repairs in Mother Brook Riverfront and Buffer Zone to Bank (RDA 2017-01, MSMP 2017-06).  
Kyle Burchard explained that they are not increasing impervious areas, and the situation will not be any worse as a result of this work. He requested a waiver for the hydrologic and hydraulic analysis. 
Mr. Civian explained that a detail for the porous concrete is needed. Also a narrative on why other locations are not possible. 
Mr. Burchard reviewed potential areas of infiltration and described why they are not appropriate. 
Mr. Civian summarized that a one page table of the areas considered would be needed, as well as a waiver request for the hydrologic analysis, a waiver request for geotechnical information, add the table to the Operations and Maintenance plan and also they will need to check the specs on the concrete pavers.
Mr. Civian made a motion to continue 9 Stone Mill Drive until June 1st, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA.
750 Providence Highway- NOI for redevelopment of the “Friday’s Site” for alteration of BVW, Bank, LUWW, and BLSF.  (141-TBD).

Mr. Civian made a motion to continue 750 Providence Highway at the request of the applicant until June 1st, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA. 
Town of Dedham Roads Program, Dedham Engineering- RDA for Road Maintenance and Repairs (RDA 2017-05) 
Jason Mammone, Engineering Director for the Town of Dedham reviewed the proposal.
Joseph Flanagan explained they will put silt sacks in the catch basins and will pull them if rain is coming and put straw around it. 
Ms. Radner asked if the trucks will travel through the dirt portion of the road. Mr. Mammone responded that the trucks will be staged on Trenton Road.

Mr. Civian made a motion to issue a minor modification for 140 Providence Highway as recommended by Agent Brown, seconded by Mr. Tittler, UA.

Mr. Civian made a motion to issue a certificate of compliance for Dedham Country & Polo Club 141-0355, 141-0366 and 141-0488 as recommended by Agent Brown, seconded by Mr. Tittler, UA.
