Conservation Commission - Meeting Minutes
Thursday, March 1, 2018, Dedham Town Hall- Lower Conference Room
Members Present:  Fred Civian (Chairman), Laura Bugay, Stephanie Radner, Andrew Tittler, Joseph Smith and Joseph (Matt) Hickey.
Mr. Civian called the meeting order at 7:00 PM.
Mr. Civian made a motion to continue the following applications to March 15, 2018:
·  637 East Street, Frank Gobbi, Applicant – John Glossa, Rep.  - Subdivision road and utilities (DEP File # 141-0486)
·  235 & 235 & 243 Bussey Street, ANJOM, LLC, Applicant – Scott Henderson, Henderson Consulting Services, Rep – Demolition of five existing structures on-site and construction of a new mixed use building (MSMP 2017-23).  
· 28 Mac’s Place, Tim Chan and Laura Bradbury, Applicant  Scott Henderson, Henderson Consulting Services and Scott Goddard Consulting, Rep– New Single Family Dwelling (SFD) on undeveloped lot in 100’ BZ and UBA  (DEP #141-0533; MSMP 2018-04).
· 1000 Washington Street, Joseph Moussalli, Applicant – Michael Joyce, Joyce Consulting Group, Rep –3-story mixed use redevelopment with 2,800 sf of proposed commercial space and 28 residential units above (MSMP 2017-18).
· 30 Milton Street and 36 Sawmill Lane, Motherbrook Realty Trust, App – Jim DeVellis, DeVellis Zrein, Rep. - Redevelopment of a commercial 2-story building by adding one additional story of commercial space and two stories of residential space, as well as improvements to the existing landscaping, parking and stormwater system (DEP File # 141- TBD, MSMP 2018-10).
· 51 Booth Road, John Boulanger, App. – New swimming pool and concrete patio. (RDA 2018-03, mSMP 2018-01).
· 
 The motion was seconded by Laura Bugay, UA.
95 Eastern Avenue, Dedham Marketplace, LLC, Applicant –Milling, repaving, and reconfiguration of existing surface parking lot in Buffer Zone to Bordering Vegetated Wetland, Riverfront Area, and Bordering Land Subject to Flooding.  Retrofitting of existing catch basins (DEP File #141-0529, MSMP 2017-21).  David Johnson, Norwood Engineering, presented cost information for moving catch basins off-line (~$6,000 each) and for installation of tree filters (~$6,500 each), resulting in a total additional cost of $92,500.  The total project costs without the tree filters will be ~ $356,000.  The Commission discussed the cost/benefit of off-line treatment vs tree filters and determined that the off-line catch basins would provide greater benefit since more of the impervious area runoff could be captured than with the tree filters.  Ms. Radner asked if the proposed improvements would improve flooding. Mr. Johnson responded they would be applying to the Zoning Board of Appeals for work in floodplain to address that issue.  Mr. Smith questioned the litter removal requirements in the O&M Plan and the planting plan.  To which Mr. Johnson responded that the O&M Plan required monthly litter removal and that the dying trees would be removed and replaced with new, native trees in landscaped areas.   The Commission discussed a preference for moving the catch basins off-line rather than installing tree filters due to the increased maintenance effort required for tree filters and the additional surface area that could be treated with the catch basins over the tree filters.  The Commission noted that a waiver from the 2-foot separation from groundwater would still be required. Mr. Civian moved that the application be continued to March 15th , Matt Hickey seconded, UA.

195 Highland Street  - Construction of a new single family dwelling on an undeveloped lot (MSMP #2017-24).  . Kanayo Lala and Robert Oellette, A Francis Contracting were present representing the applicant.  Mr. Lala presented revised plans and summarized current conditions and proposed conditions including a trench drain at the base of the driveway, pervious paving throughout the site, and swales along both sides of the driveway.  Mr. Lala explained that the stormwater system was designed to managed the 100-year storm.Mr. Civian questioned the extent of the swales and the number of check dams proposed.  Ms. Bugay questioned the ability of the pervious pavers to function as designed given the grade.  Mr. Tittler questioned whether the loamy sands used in the stormwater calculations were present at the site given the amount of ledge. Mr. Lala explained that test pits had been conducted and soil types confirmed.  He also explained that significant blasting would be required which would cause fracturing and increase the ability of the site to infiltrate.  Mr. Civian stated that the applicant needs to show the soil data and to demonstrate that the pervious pavers in the driveway would effectively manage stormwater.  Mr. Hickey questioned ice and snow removal procedure and proposed location. Mr. Lala stated he would determine the appropriate number and location of swales and check dams, will provide further water quality calculations, an O&M Plan, and a snow and ice plan.  Mr. Civian moved, and Ms. Bugay seconded that the application be continued to the next hearing, UA.
93 Alden Street, Alena Pelipenko -Applicant; - (DEP File # 141-0532 mSMP 2017-01) Addition and driveway extension to an existing SFD located in Buffer Zone to BVW.   Rich Kirby, LEC was present for the applicant, Alena Pelipenko who was also present.  Mr. Kirby presented revised plans with a pervious paver driveway that would collect stormwater from the proposed new and existing driveway.  With this revision they will be collecting more runoff, but 2-inches of stormwater will not be captured over 307 sf of the impervious surface resulting in a need for a waiver from the 2-inch requirement.  Ms. Bugay requested that the detail be revised to show 3/8-inch peastone between the pavers.  Mr. Civian stated that the detail should be coordinated with the manufacture, but should be consistent with UNH and MA Stormwater standards.  When questioned about the size of the house, Mr. Kirby explained that the new house will have a smaller footprint.  
An abutter, Susan Trabucco, 131 Kimball Drive questioned the number of trees that will be removed.  Mr. Kirby noted that 6 trees over 6-inch DBH will be removed as well as some saplings.  Richard Trabucco explained that his foundation/retaining wall is already beginning to decline and his flooded several times.
Ms. Pelipenko stated that in addition to the planting shown on the plan, they will be planting fruit trees in the side yard and have planted shrubs in front.  Mr. Kirkby said that this was in addition to the 10 trees proposed for mitigation.  
Ms. Bugay pointed out that the pervious paver void space should be calculated at 30%, not 40%.  Mr. Kirby stated that since he is concerned about frost heaves so will be recommended removal of the sub-soil prior to installation of the pervious pavers.
Mr. Civian moved, and Ms. Bugay seconded, that the application be continue to March 15, 2018.  The motion was approved 5-1.
Lots 232 233 Dedham Boulevard, 94 Dedham LLC – App – John Glossa, Glossa Engineering, Rep  – New SFD on undeveloped lot (MSMP 2018-02).  John Glossa, Glossa Engineering, appeared representing the applicant Ed Musto, who was also present.  He pointed out that  a berm has been added on the side of the driveway.  Ms.Bugay noted that the O&M Plan submitted seemed quite onerous and should be revised to be easier for the property owner to comply with.  She also questioned the presence of the oil/grit separator.  The Commission evaluated alternatives to the proposed O&M Plan.  Mr. Musto stated that he found the proposed O&M Plan and installation of an oil/grit separator acceptable as written. 
Mr. Civian moved and Mr. Smith seconded, to close the hearing for Lot 232 and 233 Dedham Boulevard, UA. Mr. Civian moved and Mr. Smith seconded, to issue an Order of Conditions and minor Stormwater Management Permit, UA

94 Dedham Boulevard, 94 Dedham LLC – App – John Glossa, Glossa Engineering, Rep  – Demolition of existing house and construction of a new SFD (MSMP 2018-03). John Glossa, Glossa Engineering, appeared representing the applicant Ed Musto, who was also present.  Mr. Glossa pointed out that the extent of impervious area will be reduced over existing conditions.  Thus, the stormwater quantity will be reduced.  For this reason, Mr. Glossa stated that only treatment will be needed.  
Ms. Bugay questioned the cleanout located underneath the deck.  Mr. Glossa stated that it was a sewer cleanout, and that he would move it.
Ms. Bugay questioned whether dewatering would be required.  Mr. Glossa stated that he did not believe it would be.
Mr. Civian moved and Mr. Smith seconded, to close the hearing for 94 Dedham Boulevard, UA. Mr. Civian moved and Mr. Smith seconded, to issue an Order of Conditions and minor Stormwater Management Permit, UA

33 Stivaletta Drive, Elias Elias, App. – Gregory Bunavicz, Borderland Engineering, Inc., Rep – Major Stormwater Permit for the demolition of an existing SFD and replacement with new SFD (MSMP 2018-05).  Gregory Bunavicz appeared representing the applicant.  He summarized the changes made since he last appeared including a soil stockpile, trees to be removed, a detail for the deck, and the development of a planting plan.  He also modified the OI&M Plan as previously requested by the Commission. Ms. Radner suggested that the bog rosemary shown on the planting plan be replaced with a plant that is not toxic and more suitable to site conditions .  Ms. Bugay questioned the swale proposed at the property line.  Mr. Bunavicz explained that the swale was proposed to capture water before it ran off to the abutting property and the street.
Mr. Civian moved, and Mr. Hickey, seconded, to close the hearing.  Mr. Civian moved, and Ms. Bugay seconded, that the Commission issue a Major Stormwater Management Permit.  UA to both.
97 Westfield Street, Christopher Cheever, App. – David Johnson, Norwood Engineering, Rep. – Notice of Intent and Major Stormwater Management Permit for the proposed addition to an existing house, demolition of an existing garage and upgrade/relocation of the existing septic system in Buffer Zone to a Bordering Vegetated Wetland(DEP File # 141- TBD, MSMP 2018-09). David Johnson, Norwood Engineering appeared representing the applicant, Christopher Cheever.  Mr. Johnson stated that the proposed involved eliminating an existing cesspool and replacing the cesspool with a septic system, adding a rain garden, there are no impact to resource areas, and all stormwater would stay onsite.  He had evaluated the possibility of LID credits, but found that while he had incorporated LID elements into the plan, he was not officially requesting LID credits.  He also explained the existing driveway condition and the proposal to pave a new driveway in part at the same location.  
Mr. Tittler questioned the slope of the septic system, noting that it appeared to be 4:1.  Mr. Johnson confirmed the slope and stated that the mound would be composed of septic sand.  
Mr. Johnson requested a waiver from preparing stormwater conditions based on his assertion that all the stormwater would remain onsite.  Mr. Civian stated that stormwater calculations were a regulatory requirement.  
Ms. Bugay requested an explanation of the water flow under existing conditions.  Mr. Johnson stated his belief that all the water remained on the site in the flat “basin” at the bottom of the slope.
Mr. Civian moved, and Ms. Bugay seconded, that the MSMP application be continued to March 15, 2018, UA.

124 Country Club Road, Dedham Country and Polo Club, App. – Michael Toohill, BSC Group, Rep. - Notice of Intent for the removal and replacement of five bridges – 3 golf cart and 2 pedestrian (DEP File # 141- TBD).  Michael Toohill appeared before the Commission representing the applicant.  He stated that the project has been scaled back and only the two pedestrian bridges are now proposed. This will result in total additional fill of approximately 3.5 cubic feet.  They are not proposing additional storage at this location, noting that they are instead proposing credit for the considerable additional storage that will be created as a result of the dredging of the irrigation pond at the 8th hole.
Mr. Civian questioned the preservative that would be used for the timber.  Mr. Toohill explained he had proposed CCA, which has been found to have a very low leaching rate.  There is another (Copper Azole [CA]) type of treatment that is available that could be substituted. The CA has higher upfront costs, but would not require re-treatment after emplacement.  The Commission expressed a preference for CA.
Mr. Civian moved, and Ms. Bugay seconded, that the application be continue to March 15, 2018, UA.

128 West Jersey Street, Larry Jackson, App – Paul Lindholm, Lindholm Engineering, Rep – Major Stormwater Management Permit for a new Single Family Dwelling on a lot currently developed with one garage (MSMP 2018-11).  Paul Lindholm appeared representing the applicant.  He presented samples of the clay-rich soil encountered during pre-testing excavations and explained the challenges the soil placed in meeting the requirement for 2 feet separation from groundwater.  Groundwater is perched above the clay-rich soil, which is more like a HSG C/D soil, which is present from 4 – 12 feet below ground surface.  Mr. Lindholm is requesting a waiver from infiltrating 2inches over the impervious surfaces due to site constraints.  Agent Brown stated that she believe it was more appropriate to model the site using the specific information and to grant the applicant the waiver based on the efforts to meet the maximum extent practicable. 
Ms. Bugay questioned whether a French drain would be used for the house.  Mr. Lindholm stated that he is recommending that the structure be raised as much as possible to avoid the tight soils.
Mr. Civian moved, and Ms. Bugay seconded, that the application be continue to March 15, 2018, UA

42 Woodleigh Road  - Minor Modification to MSMP 2017-07 – Agent Brown informed that the Commission had received revised plans to meet the required 2 feet to groundwater standard.  The Commission reviewed the revised plans as a minor modification to the existing stormwater management permit.  
Meeting Minutes –The minutes of 2/15/18 were approved as amended.
Elm Street and Rustcraft Road -  Agent Brown explained that the bids for review were higher than typically encountered due to the scale and complexity of the project and requested that the Commission authorize a request for an additional $1,500 to cover 3rd party review costs. Mr. Civian moved, and Ms. Bugay seconded, that the applicant be requested to supply the additional funds requested, UA.  
9:45 PM: Ms. Bugay made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Smith, UA. 
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
