Minutes: Motion made by Sandi seconded by Russ, to accept the May minutes. So voted.  Marie-Louise Kehoe voted present as she did not attend the May meeting.

Director's Report:
The new seating and plantings at the entrance to the senior drop-in center at Traditions have received many positive comments.  
We have begun the expansion of our Wednesday transportation schedule.  Per diem hours are also being given to our second bus operator for whenever Gail is too busy to accommodate additional appointments or errands.
Outside trips have been very popular.  We have been using both our vehicles or borrowed the small bus shared by the schools and the Parks and Recreation Department to accommodate the larger number of participants. 
Thank you to Chuck for accompanying me to Restaurant Depot and his expertise in compiling a list of kitchen needs for the new center. 
A portion of the grant from the State will be expended by the Financial Department with an invoice for security items followed by a general invoice for the Senior Center portion of the construction. The COA will then be able to purchase additional items we may need for the new Center utilizing reimbursed funds. The Board requested careful documentation of all Town expenditures and reimbursements.
The audio-visual items ordered will be partially covered by the state foundation grant.  This is all the money we have to spend or will lose as of July 1st. 
There is no new information about the opening of the new Center.  Maureen said she watched a Board of Selectmen meeting on cable TV and learned as yet the bids have not gone out for a new construction company to complete the project. There is supposed to be a link on the Town website with information, but several Board members have not been able to access the link.





HESSCO:
The monthly training focused on the Ombudsman Program.  There are 17 facilities and three rest homes in the HESSCO area with an ombudsman.  The ombudsman deals directly with a resident who has issues with the staff or facility.  A resident who is deemed incompetent may be represented by their health proxy provided a doctor has documented the resident's mental status.  
Maureen stated her family's interaction with an ombudsman was a very positive experience.
	 
Old Business/New Business
After a round-robin of consensus motions for the name for the new Center, only one carried by two votes. Because several Board members were absent Sandy moved to reconsider the vote seconded by Geri.  Motion carried.  Russ moved we table the discussion until our next meeting, seconded by Sandy.  So moved
Russ asked about the bus repair.  The AC  has been repaired.
There was a discussion about the COA accounts.  The Revolving Account in the Town budget is a designated line item that pays for and can only be used for programs. The Gift Account has not been used as yet. Donations that are earmarked for a specific use go into Gift Account.  The Trust Account is under the Commission of Trust Funds. Friends money is totally separate.  Unrestricted gift money such as memorial contributions should go to the Friends.
