Conservation Commission - Meeting Minutes     
Thursday, August 16, 2018 Dedham Town Hall- Selectman’s Chambers

Mr. Civian called the meeting to order at 7:04 PM.




Mr. Civian asked if anyone from the public was in attendance for the following applications; none were:

7:05 PM -Applications to Be Continued to September 6, 2018
1.1. 235 & 243 Bussey Street, ANJOM, LLC, Applicant – Scott Henderson, Henderson Consulting Services, Rep – Demolition of five existing structures on-site and construction of a new mixed use building (MSMP 2017-23).  
1.3. 637 East Street, Frank Gobbi, Applicant – John Glossa, Rep. - Roadway and utilities for a proposed subdivision adjacent to Bordering Vegetated Wetlands- (DEP File # 141-0486). 
1.4. 456 Providence Highway & 62 Eastern Avenue, RK Associates, Inc., App - Forrest Lindwall, Mistry Associates, Rep.  – Request for Determination of Applicability and Major Stormwater Management Permit for the demolition of a 2-story commercial building and construction of a 1,800 sf 1-story retail building (RDA 2018-07, MSMP 2018-19). 
1.4. 270 & 290 Bussey Street, Delapa Plaza East, Inc, App – Jim Devellis, DeVellis Zrein, Inc – Rep. – Notice of Intent and Major Stormwater Management Permit for commercial/residential redevelopment of an existing commercial building in Buffer Zone to Bordering Vegetated Wetlands, Bank, and Land Under Water; and Riverfront Area (DEP File # 141-0535, MSMP 2018-07).
Commissioner Civian makes a motion to continue, motion carries.

Applications Opened Previously that were presented to the meeting
2. 
7:10 pm 20-30 Milton Street and 36 Sawmill Lane, Motherbrook Realty Trust, App – Jim DeVellis, DeVellis Zrein, Rep. - Redevelopment of a commercial 2-story building by adding one additional story of commercial space and two stories of residential space, as well as improvements to the existing landscaping, parking and stormwater system (DEP File # 141- 0538, MSMP 2018-10).  
The Civil engineer presented to the commission a filed a notice of intent for a commercial property/transforming for mixed used development,  March 15th first hearing and he reviewed with the Commissioners the process he followed: 
3rd party review was filed, paid a 2,000 fee
March 21st Agent Brown performed a site walk.
April 5th at review hearing was held and presented to the planning board.
May-July Planner McMann associates completed another review 
Plans filed last week with the commission. 
OHM with storm scepters were submitted
On July 6th changes were presented by the planning board for a sidewalk extension 
Concerns were room for Firetrucks, trash pickup accessibility, a DO NOT ENTER sign, as well as a ONE WAY
Quantifying storm water/snow/ runoff/rain garden issue needs to be sized appropriately 7 times larger with same amount of surface issue
A Commissioners’ observation was submitted by Michelle Kayserman who was not in attendance and shared the following via email:  Plan C-1 calls for snow storage within the rain garden. Per BMP handbook, stormwater BMP’s cannot be used for snow storage. Plan & O&M should be revised. Snow storage areas shown on plan do not seem adequately sized to handle entire parking lot.  What are the Phosphorus/TSS calcs for site? Part of the stormwater runoff from parking/driveway site sheets directly towards dumpsters and into river. Is Additional drainage needed in that corner? Is it curbed to prevent direct runoff to Motherbrook? Where there test pits? Separation from groundwater between rain garden & ESHGW Does the rain garden empty of all stormwater within 72-hours? 
Agent Brown observations is  to leave it open until the Commission Commissioner Civian states that Agent Brown  can prepare a draft  Order of Conditions once these changes are complete on September 6th.  Commissioner Civian makes a motion to continue and Agent Brown with complete a draft order of conditions. Civian makes a Motion to continue to next meeting. Motion carries.

2.2  7:15 PM - 38 Icehouse Lane and 13 Powers Street, Supreme Development, Inc., Application – Scott Henderson, Henderson Consulting, Rep. – New single family dwelling (DEP File #141-0542; MSMP 2018-03).
Engineer Henderson states that at the last hearing the request from the Commission was that he regroup and submit the following 3 main items: 
Alternatives Analysis under the Wetlands
Legal Opinion addressing response from town council as to whether the applicability of the 5,000 sq. ft. buffer rule under the , Wetland Protection Act and town bylaws effect the work done, and if the Grandfather  provision clause covers the work done on and off the  lots and parcels as they currently exist.
Plan updates that added trees to replace the ones that were removed. (7 trees to be removed)
The intent if approved, all the remaining areas, would be put into conservation restriction as a way to ensure that they are minimizing work done in the future.
Commissioner Civian states that issues with the project are: 
Size of disturbance, when the lots were legally created, Alternative Analysis and Dedham Bylaw, size of disturbance and if it is over or under 5000 sq., Trees to be replaced, the Wetlands Protection Act, feet for alteration, policy issue about building in the undisturbed buffer area. 

Decisions to be made include, repairing to limit the work to have a small imprint as possible, as well as Stormwater management.  Commissioner discuss the following issues with the submitted plans:
Watersheds are not broken out 
Cannot compare stormwater report areas. 
Location of infiltration systems are not shown 
Proposed stormwater system oscillates and overflows possible that it may start rising above rim elevation. 
Did not see calculation that the system infiltrates/ stores the 2” rainwater
The Commissioners propose, that there should be 2-feet of separation between the estimates of seasonal high groundwater and bottom of stone of infiltration tanks. When there is less than 4-feet of separation to groundwater, and that means mounding calcs are needed.  
The Commissioners open up the discussion to the public:
Mr. Paul Lombardi, Dedham Resident 18 Powers St, voiced concerns regarding, inaccuracies that differed between the town attorney and town council, date the separate lots were sold, how a lot qualifies or is recorded within the town, clarification about the conversation with the fire chief the engineer had regarding the safety of the driveway, the footprint of the right corner of the house, being very close to a dramatic drop, and the where and how the materials for construction will be stored and delivered  are all concerns of his. He would like to emphasize that the house being built is on an unconventional lot.
He commented on the plan itself regarding the zoning by law issues 4.1, contained within the proposed project and wanted clarification on if the project had met the setback requirements. His concern mainly being that the original document presented was inaccurate and that the two opposing opinions from town council against the town attorney. 
Richard Nieland, representative of the client states that in his opinion for the project is figuring out if the combining of the two lots, establishes grandfathering of the lots through the state Wetlands Act, of a single family house being constructed, with no one else making any additional lots, qualifies for grandfathering protection.  They submitted to the commissioners an alternative analysis that meets the requirements of the state Wetland Act either way.
Commissioner Civian reiterates that the purpose of the board is looking at policy issue that allows building within a site that is within the undisturbed buffer area.
The Commission will make a draft of determinations if possible by Sept 6th, 2018.
The Commission will divvy out the workload to make a determination:
Size of disturbance-Commissioner Bugay
Lots legally created-Commissioner Radner
State Wetlands act-Commissioner Tittler
Alternative Analysis sufficient under the Wetlands act and under local Bylaw-Commissioner Civian
Policy withholding within the UVA- Agent Brown
Commissioner Civian makes a motion to make a notice to close the public hearing. Motion carries.
Civian makes a motion to continue 38 Icehouse Lane and 13 Powers Street, Supreme Development, Inc., Application – Sept 6th.  Motion carries.

2.3 7:25 PM - 31 Chestnut Street, James Sullivan, App. – Paul Lindholm, Lindholm Engineering, Rep.  – Major Stormwater Management Permit Application for the removal of a portion of the existing house, existing garage, shed, and driveway and replacement with an addition to the house, new garage, and permeable driveway (MSMP 2018-21). Mr. Lindholm could not attend the meeting. 
Agent Brown updates the commission, Lindholm submitted updated plan on August 7th, showing larger driveway, also pervious pavers. Agent Brown did some investigation regarding the Major Stormwater Permit Guidelines, which she conveyed to the engineer. She states the 
 MSWP explicitly says: Porous Pavement 10-100 feet also requires 10 feet separation from structure and property lines.  
Mr. Civian brings into consideration, that abutter Mary Osborn, who owns the heritage tree next to proposed work.
MaryAnn Osbourne presented the Commission with an Analysis of Tree mapping and will be distrusted by next meeting.  
Bruce Bauman approaches the commission to inform them that the abutters hired a civil engineering firm to represent them and to assess the situation, Mr. Matt Hammer who works with Landplex Survey Lowel Ma. 
Mr. Hammer reviewed permeable driveway restrictions, the drainage system that has had no soil testing done to establish soil conditions,  is unclear on how to offset high ground water, specifically where the property is in an  aquphaor protection overlay distract
Stone reservoir beneath the driveway, prone to failure if not equally distributed. Snow storage concern, very tight confined with the driveway with abutter to the south
Operation and maintenance is important to function specs of ideal blocks prone to not functioning overtime unless properly maintained. 
The Heritage tree that is located in the rear, is in a critical root zone, disturbance root system can negatively impact the tree.   
Commissioner Civian states that with the porous pavement, a special maintenance item of OoC could be added, although he has found that to be insufficient. Primary drainage system needs to be looked at more closely effectively evenly distribution of stormwater.
Ken Yucel, an abutter and Dedham Resident voices concern regarding the lack of soil testing. Commissioner Civian states that it is an efficient stormwater control measure. 
Agent Brown reminds the Commissioners as long as an application is open, you are free to review a property at any time and do not need to schedule a site visit.
3. 7:45 PM 5 Incinerator Road, Town of Dedham, applicant – Scott Adams, Advanced Engineering Group, Representative: Request for Determination of Applicability for the installation of a 30’ x 37’ temporary fenced in equipment compound, temporary ballast mounted telecommunication tower, and cable bridge in developed Riverfront Area associated with Mother Brook (RDA 2018-09)
Joe Flanagan DPW
Smoke stack installation has 3 communications carriers, TMOBILE is represented by Scott Adams and is taking the lead.
Smoke stack is in poor condition, Mr. Adams presents following current proposal:
· Pull equipment off and go on temp structure as first step
· Rear back parking lot NORTHEAST corner out of the way of the smoke stack in the far near east corner
· 120 feet tall pole, (less than existing smoke stack) 
· Applicant is proposing a ballasted system self-weighting system 7 ft. x 7 ft., heavily reinforced box concrete long aligned in a fashion 4 W x 5 L  with a 28 x 35 ft foundation, supported  by post tensions rods 3 inch in diameter, quick install, minimal ground disturbance, temp fence, installed around that. 
· Install an Ice bridge from old tower site,  over to the new tower site,  so that they town reps can safely take down existing smoke stack

The Commissioners suggest that because this is a temporary structure, what is the intention for how long will this temporary structure stay?
Mr. Flanagan, said that they actual work and application for any work to happen isn’t for months. 
Mr. Adam’s states that there is not a clear timeframe on what will replace the tower.  However it is not related to the redevelopment of the transfer station, which is why the placement is in the furthest utmost corner.
Commissioner Civian makes a motion to close public hearing. Motion carries.
Commissioner Civian makes a motion to issue a Negative Determination for 5 incinerator Rd. Motion carries

4. 8:30 235 Common Street – Reponses to NOV, Richard Irving 

Recap with Mr. Irving has property that abuts the Charles River. The Commissioners are working with Mr. Irving to rehabilitate his property along the river, as he completed some renovation on his own and was issued a violation.
Would like to see the end of property where people are coming up, supplied a plan to mitigate what they did. Thank you to however forward the plant sale information.
Commissioner Civian shares his observation,  still has concerns about plan, Mr. Irving  still has cultivation going all the way down to the river. And the Commission still wishes to work with Mr. Irving in cultivating the landscape.
Mr. Irving is making a strong effort, to appease the commission. 
Possible planting of trees in boarders where it won’t affect site line but reestablish canopy for migratory birds? 
Seed mix, to reestablish native species such as: Joe pie weed. The Commissioners have no condition on checking on the redevelopment.
Commissioners decide to require the applicant to give a report for the next 20 years.
The Commission accepts the plan for rehabilitation, and to come back and report to   the Commission, will make revisions at needed, suggestions of more plantings, seeding, trees are not required.
 Agent Brown will write up the plan, time frame, September and then December plantings are fine.
